ABOUT THE CENTRE

In 1989, Depariment of Electronics, Govt. of India gave a joint project "CASTLE" (Computer
Assisted Sanskrit Teaching/ Learning Environment ) to Vidyapeetha with JNU, New Delhi. After this
in 1993, the Vidyapeetha got ancther project "CALT" (Computer Assisted Language Teaching) from
Department of Electronics. The Vidyapeetha established a small  working computer lab in 1989 for
these two projects and introduced a computer course as  an optional subject in Shiksha Shastri.
Since then, the Vidyapeetha has developed a lot in terms of computer technology.

The UGC has approved the Computer Centre to the Vidyapeetha in December, 2005. The
Vidyapeetha has established a well-equipped Computer Centre in June, 2006 inaugurated on
23.01.2007 by Prof. Vachaspati Upadhyaya, the then Vice Chancellor of the Vidyapeetha. The
Computer Centre provides quality services to the university community in computing  facilities, e-
mail, website hosting, development & management, etc. It helps  researchers to get their valuable
data analyzed, extends Internet facilities in the University, enables access to World Wide Web and
provides laboratory facility to the students.

The Centre has 08 servers, 209 desktop computers, mono, color and multifunctional laser printers,
LCD-projectors with documentation reader, high speed scanners, interactive boards and laptops. It

has high capacity Computer Labs to cater to the needs of the students & faculty members of the
Vidyapeetha.

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INTRODUCTION

The Akhil Bharatiya Sanskrit Sahitya Sammelan established a Sanskrit Vidyapeetha at Delhi on the
auspicious day of Vijaya Dashmi dated 8th of October, 1962. Dr. Mandan Mishra was appointed as
the Officer-on-Special-Duty and the Director of the Vidyapeetha. In accordance with the resolution
adopted by the Sammelan, a separate Society under the name of Akhil Bharatiya Sanskrit
Vidyapeetha was established with the late Prime Minister Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri as its
Founder President. The inspiration and guidance of Late Shri Shastriji had been the impetus for
the development of this Vidyapeetha Shri Shastriji in his capacity as the Prime Minister of India
made efforts to develop this Vidyapeetha as an institution of international repute.

After Shri Shastriji, the then Prime Minister of India Smt. Indira Gandhi accepted the President ship
of the Vidyapeetha. On the 2nd October, 1966, Smt. Indira Gandhi declared that the Vidyapeetha
would henceforth be known as Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha. On 1st
April, 1967, the Vidyapeetha was taken over by the Government of India and on the 21st
December, 1970, it became a constituent of the Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan New Delhi. Impressed
by its performance and all round developments, the Government of India, in March, 1983 mooted a
proposal to confer the status of Deemed to be University on this Vidyapeetha. Subsequently, on
the recommendation of the University Grants Commission, the Govt. of India decided to register a
new society in the name of Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha (independent
of the Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan) vide its letter no. RSKS/Acd./10-4/85/2270. dated 26/12/1986
and accordingly it was registered under the Chairmanship of the Human Resource Development
Minister, Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao on the 20th January 1987 Certificate of Registration under
Societies Registration Act, 1860 (XX| of 1860) No. S-17454 of 1987 has been given on 20th
January, 1987. After the necessary inspection and other formalities, the Government of India, at the
recommendations of the University Grants Commission, granted the status of Deemed to be
University to the Vidyapeetha in November, 1987. In 1989, Dr.Mandan Mishra was appointed as
the first Vice-Chancellor of the Vidyapeetha and Deputy Secretary to the GOI, Shri. P.K Seth took
the charge of Registrar on 23/7/1990

After the formal fransfer of the movable and immovable properties followed by the transfer of the
teaching and non-teaching staff. the Vidyapeetha became fuily functional with effect from the 1st
November, 1991, as a Deemed to be University.

The Vidyapeetha comprises four faculties: Faculty of Veda-Vedanga. Faculty of Darshan, Faculty
of Sahitya and Sanskriti and Faculty of Adhunika Jnana and Vijnana. The first three faculties
provide the study and teaching facilities with a view to obtaining degrees of three-year courses of
Shastri, Shastri {Hons) and the two-year course of Acharya in different disciplines of Sanskrit
The faculty of Adhunika Jnana & Vijnana provides teaching facilities for completion of one year
teacher training course called Shiksha Shastri (B.Ed.) and one year course for advanced study in
Shiksha Shastra called Shikshacharya (M.Ed.). The research scholars, who are keen on pursuing
research work in various branches of Sanskrit learning, can join any of the above menticned
faculties as per their specialization. There is an independent department of Research & Publication
in the Vidyapeetha that collect, preserve and brings out historical publications by reputed scholars
of the country. It also brings out a research journal Shodha-Prabha which carries its own
distinction. Since the session 1994-95 the Vidyapeetha has been successfully organizing
Vocational courses in Sanskrit, Hindi, and Computer Application along with Shastri courses of
study. Besides, the Vidyapeetha also offers different certificate courses from time to time. The
Vidyapeetha has been progressing under the abie guidance and dynamic leadership of its Vice
Chancellor, Prof. Vachaspati Upadhyaya and the Chancellor Justice P.N. Bhagawati.

During the last fifty years, the Vidyapeetha has received the attention of great personalities,
academicians, scholars of repute, great leaders, members of parliament and legistative assemblies,
industrialists and the general public as one of the leading institutions which stands out for the
cause of Sanskrit literature and language. By organizing several academic functions, coupled with
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several publications in reputed journals and the newspapers and other means of communication,
the Vidyapeetha has reached the expectations of the people in establishing the glory of Sanskrit.
This has resulted in creating a general awareness which encouraged many volunteers to come
forward to work in this direction.

A special Convocation of this Deemed to be University was organized on the 3rd of December, 1993
at Rashtrapati Bhawan in which the Honoris Causa degree of the Vidyapeetha was conferred on Dr.
Shankar Dayal Sharma, the then Hon'ble President of India. The first Convocation of the University
was held on February 15, 1994 in the premises of the Vidyapeetha. In this occasion the Hon'ble
President of India Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma delivered his Convocation address. The second, third,
fourth, fifth Convocations of the Vidyapeetha were held on the 11th January 1996, 11th January
1999, 11th February 2000 & 28th February 2001, respectively. During April, 2001 the Vidyapeetha
organized "World Sanskrit Conference' wherein distinguished academicians, scholars and members
of traditional schools had taken active part. Proceeding of the Conference was published during
the year itself having a number of research articles and decuments. The Sixth Convocation of
the Vidyapeetha was held on February 17, 2002. On 11th November, 2003, the Seventh
Convocation of the Vidyapeetha was held. Eighth Convocation was held on 12/11/2005; ninth
Convocation was held on the 10/11/2006 and the 10" Convocation was held on 28/11/2007 . The
11" convocation was held on 6/12/2008 and 12" Convocation was held on 7" November, 2009.
Thirteenth convocation was held on 26th November, 2010.

SLBSRSV has been providing courses of study from 'Shastri' to Vidya Varidhi (Ph.D). The
Vidyapeetha offers diploma and certificate courses in Jyotish Prajna and Jyotish Bhushan and P.G.
Diploma in Vastu Shastra and Medical Astrology for the interest of the general public. The
Vidyapeetha also introduced new courses, namely, Cerificate course in Paurchitya, Diploma in
Paurohitya, Jyotish Prajna, Jyotish Bhooshan, Yoga, Vratodyan Prashikshan and Paurchitya
Prashikshan for the Pujaris working in the temples established in foreign countries.

The Vidyapeetha published its research Journal 'Shodh Prabha' in four issues. The Journal
contains research articles, brief of ancient unpublished manuscripts along with critical reviews of
newly published books and lectures delivered by the scholars and the learned teachers of the
Vidyapeetha and other institutions under "Vyakhyanmala'.

The Dept. of Jyotish published “Panchang™ Samvat 2069. This is prepared on the basis of
Chitrapaksiya Nirayana method. This Panchang gives the details of fasts (Vrata), festivals and
different methods of preparing horoscopes and forecasts for the complete year. This department
also published journal "Vastushastravimarshah Volume V". During the session 2011-12 there were
948 students enrolled in the Vidyapeetha.

A seven-member NAAC team headed by Prof. Sreehari, visited Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya
Sanskrit Vidyapeetha from 24" March to 26" March, 2007. The team inspected the educational and
other activities of the Vidyapeetha. They had discussion with the staff members of the Vidyapeetha.
The team was impressed by the academic activities of the institution. The Vidyapeetha has been
awarded ‘B™" grade by the NAAC.

Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, New Delhi is a member of the
Association of Indian Universities. The Association of Indian Universities is an apex body of
all university level institution in the country acting as a bureau of information, helping to
maintain the autonomous character, assisting recognition of degree/diploma, organizing
inter-university cultural and sports programmes. Vidyapeetha is participating in all the
activities conducted by the Association of Indian Universities.

Departmental Activities

The Department of Education, being a Teachers Training department organizes various
activities that are necessary to inculcate sense of values and professional ethics among the
students. Like previous year, this year department organized various activities, which are as
follows:

Starting of the new session

The new session was inaugurated by the Vice-Chancellor (I/c) Prof. Shashi Prabha Jain in
- July, 2011 and the students were addressed by her.

Orientation of Students

Inauguration programme was followed by orientation programme, in this programme the
students of B.Ed. and M.Ed. were given orientation about their compulsory and optional
theory papers. The B.Ed. students were specially oriented about their practice- teaching
while M.Ed. students were oriented about their dissertations.

Activities for B.Ed. Students:

First Aid Training - Like previous years, the students were given first-aid training w.e f.
21.02.2012 to 29.02.2012. During this year's first aid training, the students were taught
about the theoretical aspects of human body structure and practical training which was
considered necessary during accidents and also during unforeseen circumstances. This
training camp was organized by Red Cross Society.

Sanskrit Sambhashan - In order to meet the necessity of teaching in Sanskrit language
in Sanskrit Universities, the department organized Sanskrit speaking classes for the
students. A five -day course for Sanskrit Sambhashan was organized from 16.08.2011 to
23.08.2011.

Educational-Tour - To develop managerial and organizing skills, the department
organized study tour. A study tour was organized on 04.04.2012 in which all the students of
B.Ed. and M.Ed. and the teaching staff visited Vijnan Kendra and Akshardham temple.

Micro-Teaching - Being a training department, the students of B.Ed., before starting the
actual teaching practice in schools were prepared for teaching w.ef 01.09.2011 to
09.09.2011. Hence, teaching skills were developed through micro teaching sessions. Micro
teaching was organized for skill development. During micro- teaching sessions, the students
were given the following sessions;

Teaching Practice - The students of B.Ed. are required to teach 40 lessons of different
maodern subjects and Sanskrit in government schools of South Delhi. Accordingly, teaching-
training schedule was organized and students of B.Ed. were engaged in teaching of school
students in various schools of South Delhi. All the students of B.Ed. took part in all the
extra-curricular activities of Vidyapeetha and presented their report.

Foundation Course in Women Studies - A ten days foundation course in women

studies was organized for B.Ed. students by Centre for Women's Studies of the
Vidyapeetha,

Activities for M.Ed. Students:

Weekly Seminar - Seminars are organized every week for enhancing the competence.
The topics for seminar were announced in advance. Each student had to present three
papers in the academic session. All the arrangements regarding the organization were
done by the students under the guidance of their teachers. Report was prepared after
successful completion of every seminar.

Sessional Activities - Activities were performed by the students of M.Ed. as per their
syllabus this year.

Supervision of B.Ed. students - The students were allotted different secondary schools
for the supervision of B.Ed. students. After completing supervision once in a week, all
students submitted their reports in the department.

Profile of School - The students of M.Ed. presented their observation and critical analysis
of the school regarding staff pattern, time table and the management of the school.

Field Activities - The M.Ed. students also collected data for their dissertations from
different secondary schools.

First- Aid Training - First-Aid-Training is a compulsory part of the syliabus of the B.Ed.
Course. In 2011-12, 210 students were trained through lectures as well as practical
classes from 21.02.2012 to 29.02.2012 at Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit

Vidyapeetha campus. The students were given certificates by the Red Cross Society of
Delhi. ,

Scout & Guide Training - The Scout & Guide is a compulsory training for the Shiksha-
Shastri students. This training is given to the B.Ed. students so that the society can get
benefited from them. This training is imparted by the Delhi State Scout and Guide in their
own camping ground, which is held as day camp. In the session 2011-2012, this training
was given to 210 students of B.Ed. from 17.12.2011 to 23.12.2011 on Vidyapeetha
campus under the supervision of Sh. Manoj Kumar Meena, Lecturer, Physical Education of
the Vidyapeetha. At the end of the training, the trainees were initiated into the scout and
guide movement by the officers of same movement. The trainees were also given
certificates after completion of their successful training.

Dean-Students Welfare

Prof. S.N. Ramamani is the Dean of Students Welfare. A culturai council has been

constituted by the Vidyapeetha. Its Chairperson is Prof. S.N. Ramamani and coordinator,
Dr. Sateesha K.S. With a view to developing the academic and extra-curricular activities of the
students, various competitions were organized.
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10. Department Of Research And Publication

The Research and Publications of Sanskrit texts have been undertaken by an independent
department under the direct control of the Vice-Chancellor, However, this department has been
kept under the supervision of a senior Professor who is working as Head of this department.
Research Assistants and Proof Reader have supported the dept. of Research and Publications
apart from other functionaries.

The department has been functioning for planning, monitoring, sharing and spreading the research
inputs of various departments of the Vidyapeetha. To achieve academic excellence in research, the
department has introduced pre-entrance test for Ph.D programme as per UGC

(Minimum Standards & Procedure for Award of M.Phil/ Ph.D) pre Ph.D registration seminars are
arranged before the submission of the thesis which is conducted in the presence of the members of
the Faculties of the concerned subject. Regular classes & workshops on research methodology are
arranged where eminent scholars deliver lecturers for the benefit of the students.

The Vidyapeetha has been continuously working for propagation and preservation of Sanskrit
language and literature. Since its inception, the research and publication department of the
Vidyapeetha has been regulariy contributing to achieve this objective. In this series, many important
publications have been brought out. The Government of India recognized the Vidyapeetha as a
research institute in the year 1965-66. Since then. the Vidyapeetha has been actively involved in
the publication work and has so far published around 70 research works and manuscripts in the
field of Sanskrit education.

The Publication Department of the Vidyapeetha is also engaged in selling not only its own
publications but also the publications of the Ministry brought out under its reprint programme. This
year the Vidyapeetha has received sale proceeds of Rs. 133,328/- and Rs. . 2,33,780/- by selling
the publications of the Ministry and the Vidyapeetha respectively.

1. Procedure of Entrance of Vidyavaridhi (Ph.D.) Scholars- The Vidyapeetha conducted
entrance test for admission in Vidyavaridhi programme. In total, 38 students (19+19) got
admitted to the said programme. The common entrance test of the above programme was
conducted by Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan, New Delhi, Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha,
Tirupati and Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, New Delhi on
18th June, 2011.

2. Procedure of Entrance of Vishistacharya (M.Phil.) Scholars- Vishistacharya as a new
course was introduced by Vidyapeetha. Its entrance test was conducted on
03.09.2011 in which 96 students took the examination and 40 students were selected.

SEMINARS AND WORKSHOPS

Seminars and workshops are held regularly in the Vidyapeetha in which the scholars present their
papers. Group discussions follow with the delegates and teaching faculties of the Vidyapeetha. The
experts on the research methodology were also invited. Through these seminars, the research

aptitude was inculcated amongst the students and the knowledge of research methodology was
imparted.

Workshop on Research Methodology

With an aim to impart knowledge regarding research methodology to the research students of the
Vidyapeetha in accordance with the provision laid down in the UGC Regulations, 2009 a Research
Methodology Workshop was organized by Research and Publication Department from 02.02.12 to
17.02.12. In this workshop, scholars from Vidyapeetha and outside imparted training on various
aspects of research methodology.
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RESEARCH JOURNAL — “SHODHA PRABHA”

The Department published its research journal "Shodha Prabha” in four issues. The journal
contains research articles, brief of ancient unpublished manuscripts along with critica! reviews of
newly published books and lectures delivered by the scholars and the learned teachers of the
Vidyapeetha and other institutions under "Vyakhyanmala'.

18. INTERNAL QUALITY ASSURANCE CELL

performance of the Vidyapeetha. To promote measures for institutional functioning towards quality
enhancement through internationalization of quality culture and institutionalization of best practices,
the IQAC meets under the supervision of the Vice- Chancellor and recommends further course of
action.

Liaison Officer for the Physically Handicapped

To ensure the effective imptementation of the Reservation Policy of the GOI and UGC for physically
handicapped persons in appointment, promotion, admission, allotment of staff quarters and
students hotel, etc. and its monitoring in the Vidyapeetha and in order to streamfine the directives of
the GOl and UGC, Prof. Sukhdev Bhoi has been appointed as Liaison Officer for the Physically
Handicapped.

CAREER COUNSELLING CELL

Career Counselling Cell of the Vidyapeetha was estabiished under the scheme of Xith Plan of
UGC. Keeping in view the heterogeneity of student's economic, sociological and geographical
background, career counseling cell prepares the students of Vidyapeetha for entering into different
professions by developing their personality  characteristics, communication and job skills.
Prof. P.Geetha was coordinator of this cell. Dr. Rajani Joshi Chaudhary took over the
responsibilities of the cefi from the month of November 2011. To decide the framework and action
pian of the cell. three meetings of Advisory Committee of Career Counselling Cell were held under
the chairmanship of Prof. R K. Pandey.

Following activities were conducted for preparing the students for their professional career:-

¢+ To improve communication in English language and soft-skills, a three months course
entitled 'Communication and IT skills Development’ was organized for the students of
UG &P.G. classes.
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« To develop proficiency in Sanskrit speaking, a workshop entitled ‘Sanskrit Sambhashan
Karyashala® of fifteen days was organized for the students of graduation.

19. CENTRE FOR WOMEN’S STUDIES

Centre for Women's Studies at Vidyapeetha was established in 2006 during the Xth five year plan
of the UGC Scheme. Focus of the centre is on Study and Re-interpretation of Ancient Texts from
women's perspective. This centre was headed by its Director, Prof. P.Geetha, upto October 2011.
After that Dr. Rajani Joshi Chaudhary took over the charge as Director in-charge on 1st November
2011. This centre for Women's Studies has been extended for 12th five year plan by UGC.

The centre conducted the Foundation Course in Women’s Studies for the students of
Shikshashastri (B.Ed.) from 30th January, 2012 to 10th February, 2012.

An extension Lecture on "Gender and School Education” was organized for the students of
Shikshacharya (M.Ed.) on 28" March, 2012.

On the occasion of ‘International Women's Day on 8th March, 2012 many competitions, such as
Essay Writing, Original Poem Recitation, Chart Making and Speech Competition, were organized
on contemporary themes on women for all the students of Vidyapeetha.

A Health Camp was organized on 20th March, 2012 with the collaboration of Rockland hospita
for the students, faculty and staff members of the Vidyapeetha.

A project was competed by Dr. Rajani.Joshi Chaudhary titled 'A study of Women's
Educational Aspirations through Ages'.

A document containing news and articles relating to women was prepared by collecting
news paper clippings from different Hindi and English news papers.

A project on 'Sanskrit Education for Girls' was submitted by Mrs. Savita Rai.

20. COMPUTER CENTRE

IN 1989, Department of Electronics, Govt. of india gave a joint project "CASTLE" (Computer
Assisted Sanskrit Teaching/ Learning Environment ) to Vidyapeetha with JNU, New Delhi. After this
in 1993, the Vidyapeetha got another project "CALT" {Computer Assisted Language Teaching) from
Department of Electronics. The Vidyapeetha established a small working computer lab in 1989 for
these two projects and introduced a computer course as an optional subject in Shiksha Shastri.
Since then, the Vidyapeetha has developed a lot in terms of computer technology.

The UGC approved the Computer Centre to the Vidyapeetha in December, 2005. The Vidyapeetha
established a well-equipped Computer Centre in June, 2006 which was inaugurated on 23.01 2007
by Prof. Vachaspati Upadhyaya, the ther Vice Chancellor of the Vidyapeetha. The Computer
Centre provides quality services to the umversity community in computing faciliies, e-mail, website
hosting, development & management, etc. It helps researchers to get their valuable data analyzed,
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extends [nternet facilities in the University, enables access to World Wide Web and provides
laboratory facility to the students.

The Centre has 06 servers, 209 desktop computers, mono, color and multifunctional laser printers,
LCD-projectors with documentation reader, high speed scanners, interactive boards and laptops. It
has high capacity Computer Labs to cater to the needs of the students & faculty members of the
Vidyapeetha.

The Vidyapeetha campus i1s situated at B-4, Qutab Institutional Area, Shaheed Jeet Singh Marg in
South Delhi with an area of 10.65 acres. The existing buildings date back to the time when the
Vidyapeetha was a Kendriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha under Rashiriya Sanskrit Sansthan, an
Autonomous organization under the Ministry of Human Resource Development. Before being
declared as a Deemed to be University, main institutional building (Non-residential} covers an area
of 2951 housing, administrative, academic, research and hbrary facilities. The residential buildings
cover 6036.55sgm. in which a 4 storied boys’ hostet consisting an area of 2068.43sqm.. 07 Type V
flats in an area of 1167 squares metres, 08 Type IV flats in an area of 996.28 squares metres, 08
Type Il fiats in an area of 541 28 squares metes, Type |l flats in an area of 452.00 square metres.
15 Type 1 flats in an area of 811.56 squares metres are situated. Now due to increased students
intake and enhanced activities the present buildings have become insufficient. In order to cope with
the in sufficient accommodation, the Vice-Chancellor Bungalow and a Guest house measuring
249.44 squares meters and 324 99 squares metres respectively costing Rs. 106.21 lacs were
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constructed. New residence and the Guest House has been serving well since December 2003. A
five storied new Academic Block ‘Saraswat Sadhana Sadanam' covering carpet area of 4006.86
square metres was also constructed. This building houses training department, a Computer Centre,
Conference Hall, Committee Rooms, Dean's Offices, V.C. Secretariat, C.V.Q. office, etc. The
construction of new administration building has been completed in two phases covering carpet area
of 6283 square metres by the University Works Department of the University during 2011-12 and
furnishing of this bounding yet to be completed and ready to possession after obtaining the No
Objection Certificate from the MCD.

(b)  RESIDENTIAL QUARTERS

The Vidyapeetha has 46 staff quarters (7 -Type-V, 8-Type-IV, 8-Type-lil, 8 -Type -li, and 15 Type-i)
for teaching and non- teaching staff of the Vidyapeetha,

(¢} GUEST HOUSE

A two-storied Guest House building on the Vidyapeetha Campus covering 350 sq.ft. has been
constructed by the CP.W.D. The newly constructed Guest House has been functioning since
November, 2003. It comprises 11 double-bed rooms and one dining hall, one office room. The

Guest House is available on requisition to accommodate national and international

delegates/members, visiting dignitaries preferably in connection with academic and research
activities.

(d) HOSTEL

The Vidyapeetha has one hostel buitding for boys having accommodation for 90 students in 48
rooms. There are 16 single seated room for research scholars and senior students; 16 double
seated rooms and 16 triple seated rooms for other students .The hostel is equipped with modern
facilities like Local Area Network, Computer, TV and Telephone, a common room, dining hali,
refreshment hall, kitchen and pantry. At present 90 students are staying in the Hostel, out of which
06 students are SC, 03 students are ST, 03 students are OBC and 02 are physically challenged.

Prof. Harihar Trivedi has been appointed the Warden of the hostel for the year 2011-2012. The
management, maintenance and other activities were monitored by the Hostel Warden and the
Hostel Committee. Various programmes/functions were organized by the hostel residents in the
said academic session.

(e) LIBRARY

The Vidyapeetha library is housed in a commodious building having a total floor area of 586 sqm.
on the ground and first floor with 290 sqm. of stocking accommodation. It has 68875 books on
various subjects of learning. [n view of the current requirements, 32 journals are subscribed to by
the library. The library also provides Book Bank facility to the needy students. Seats have been
earmarked to facilitate undisturbed and effective use of the library. There are 40 seats for general
students, 25 seats for research scholars and 15 seats for the teachers.

For the mandgement and maintenance of the library, there is an Assistant Librarian, two
Professional Assistants, two Semi-Professional-Assistants, two Library Assistants and four Library
Attendants.

(f) MANUSCRIPT LIBRARY

In addition to the Library with all facilities, the Vidyapeetha is proud of its Manuscript Library which
is an asset with all its rare valuable manuscripts. There are 1697 manuscripts of different subjects
comprising 594 Bangla, 112 Orria manuscripts. The rest of the manuscripts are in Devnagri script.
These manuscripts are related to different branches of Sanskrit literature-Vedas, Upnishadas,
Puranas, Astrology, Vyakaran, Vedanta, Sankhya Yoga, Nyaya, Karma -Kanda, Dharma Shastra,
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Sahitya, Music and Ayurveda. They generally belong to the period of Vikram Samvat 1800 to 2000
and some are even more ancient.

The collection contains a rare manuscript of the Mahabharata having hand-drawn pictures at
beginning of each chapter explaining the important events described in the chapter. Some
manuscripts written in Orria are on Palm leaves. The Vidyapeetha i1s engaged in preserving these
rare pieces under the Ministry’s manuscript mission.

(g) OBSERVATORY (VEDHASHALA)

In order to impart practical knowledge of Jyotish to the students of the Department of Jyotish, there
is an Observatory on the Vidyapeetha Campus. It was built by the ex-president of Jantar-Mantar,
Jaipur, the President Award winner, M.M. Pandit Kalyan Dutt Sharma. While the Karkavalaya, Tula
Valaya and Makara Valaya help in knowing about the different rashis. The Vitti Yantra and Chakra
Yantra facilitate the knowledge of Kranti, through the Nadi Valaya the knowledge of local time is
possible. The Samrat Yantra facilitates the knowledge of Yabhyottaralanghen kal, local time and
standard time. The Bharatiya Tara Mandal helps in finding Natansha Akshansha and Krantyansh,
etc.

(h) YAJNASHALA

There is a yajnashala in the Vidyapeetha where diploma and training courses for the priests of the
capital city are organized. This year, many yajnaushthans were organized in this yajnashala. A new
double storied yajnashala building {Karmakanda laboratory) covering area 41.040 sq. mirs. has
been constructed in the Vidyapeetha.

(i) SEWAGE TREATMENT PLAN 120 KLD

The Vidyapeetha installed STP of 120 Kilo Litres per day capacity of the Thermax make with filter
press through M/s Ecotherm Engineers Pvt. Ltd. in 2006-07 to reuse the waste water generated
through kitchen, baths, latrines, etc. of the complex for horticulture purposes. The Vidyapeetha uses
100% of the waste water by treating it through the STP and effectively using it for maintenance &
development of Vidyapeetha parks, gardens throughout the year except a few days in rainy season.
In that time, the treated waste water poured into the nearest rain water harvesting pit which helps in
charging in ground water table.

Thus, the University is utilizing treated waste water through out the year. The STP works 'Round-O-
Clock' throughout the year and is being maintained by the agency which supplied and installed it.

(j) RAIN WATER HARVESTING PITS ON THE VIDYAPEETHA CAMPUS

The Vidyapeetha has made proper arrangement of the rain water harvesting in the guidance of
Sr. Scientists of Central Ground Water Board, Ministry of Water Resources, GOl in 2004-05. Total
13 rain harvesting bores were dug at 5 different locations as suggested by the C.G.W.B. to cover
the entire complex properly. Thus 100% rain water goes under-ground and recharge the water
table.

(k) SECURITY OF VIDYAPEETHA CAMPUS

Security arrangements of the Vidyapeetha premises are maintained properly under th2 direction
and guidance of Proctor assisted by a Proctorial Board. In order to implement the security
arrangements, tenders are invited from various security agencies registered and based in Delhi,
and on the basis of these tenders, the work is entrusted to one of them according to the rules on

annual basis. This duration can be extended up to one more year on the basis of their satisfactory
performance.
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During this session, the security arrangement has been changed to Sarvesh Security Services.
Security Guards of this agency remained on duty in three shifts of 8 hours each, every day and their
work was supervised by an ex-serviceman. The security guards deployed at two main gates, V.C.
residence, hostel and in the premises of Vidyapeetha, did patroiling in vigilant and alert manner and
catered to the requirements of other security and safety related matters attentively. On many
special occasions (Examination/Convocation), the services of the Security Guards were also
utilized as per requirements. The Proctor made surprise inspections to assess and ensure the
efficiency of the security system.
